Sample Lesson Plan

Expectation: Being Punctual and On-Time (e.g. not tardy)
Behavior:  Arrive to class on time  

Location:  Hallway and Classroom

Activity:  Role-play with students or staff

Why is this important:  Ask “Why is arriving to class on time important?” 

(Sample responses include: to avoid interrupting the class, be ready to learn, be out of the hallway)

Negative Example:

Ask, “What does it look like to be late to class?”

(Sample responses include: roaming in the hall after the bell rings, outside the building when the bell rings, out of seat when the bell rings)

Positive Example:

Ask, “What does it look like to be on time to class?”

(Sample responses include: in the classroom before the bell rings, sitting quietly at seat, working)

Practice: 

Students practice negative example first then positive. Tell students,

Say “We are going to practice the wrong way and the right way of arriving to class on time. First, you are going to show us what arriving to class late looks like.  Then, we are going to practice it the right way.”

Say, “Remember not to do anything that will get you sent to the office or sent home.  Also, remember when I raise my hand you are to stop what you are doing.  When I raise my hand what are you to do?”

How will know they have learned the skill?

“OK, great job! We will be looking for these sorts of behaviors all year.  If you arrive to class on time, you will have a much better experience at school.” 

Sample Lesson Plan

Expectation: Being Respectful 
Location:  classroom 

Activity:  Role-play with students or staff

Why is this important:  Ask, “Why is being respectful in class important?” 

(Sample responses include: to learn, avoid disrupting others, be out in the hallway)

Negative Example:

Ask, “What does it look like not to be respectful in class?”

(Sample responses include: talking with peers, out of seat, roaming in the hall, not doing the work, not listening, talking when the teacher is talking, blurting out answers)

Positive Example:

Ask, “What does it look like to be respectful in class?”

(Sample responses include: sitting, listening, writing, and working cooperatively with others)

Practice: 

Students practice negative example first then positive. Tell students,

Say, “We are going to practice the wrong way and the right way of being respectful in class. First, you are going to show us what not being respectful in class looks like.  Then, we are going to practice it the right way.”

Say, “Remember not to do anything that will get you sent to the office or sent home.  Also, remember when I raise my hand you are to stop what you are doing.  When I raise my hand what are you to do?”

How will know they have learned the skill?

“OK, great job! We will be looking for these sorts of behaviors all year.  If you are respectful in class, you will have a much better experience at school.” 

Sample Lesson Plan

Expectation: Being Responsible

Behavior:  Having Appropriate Materials and Completing Assigned Work   

Location:  Classroom
Activity:  Role-play with students or staff

Why is this important:  Ask “Why is important to have materials and do assigned work?” 

(Sample responses include: will get good grades, learn more)

Negative Example:

Ask, “What does it look like to not have appropriate materials and not be responsible in class?”

(Sample responses include not having homework done, not having required materials, following along with the lesson)

Positive Example:

Ask, “What does it look like to be responsible in class and have proper materials?”

(Coming to class ready to work with homework and needed materials, have materials ready when the bell rings)

Practice: 

Students practice negative example first then positive. Tell students,

Say, “We are going to practice the wrong way and the right way of being responsible in class. First, you are going to SEE WHAT BEING IRRESPONSIBLE IN CLASS LOOKS LIKE AND THEN RESPONSIBLE.  Then, we are going to SEE THE RIGHT WAY”

Say, “Remember not to do anything that will get you sent to the office or sent home.  Also, remember when I raise my hand you are to stop what you are doing.  When I raise my hand what are you to do?”

How will know they have learned the skill?

“OK, great job! We will be looking for these sorts of behaviors all year.  If you are responsible and ready for class, you will have a much better experience at school.”
